INFRATRUCTURE UPGRADES.

Those that have been around the club over the last few
months will have noticed one John Cocks and his very able
assistant Heather Cocks have been working very hard up-
grading the Electrical system at the club. This work was
well overdue and with the increase in caravans and other
additions needed to be sorted out and brought up to current
standards.

We have commenced this project using our current funds
but this is fast running out though with membership pay-
ments due over the next month we should cover the imme-
diate bills.

This is the first of many projects the club will need to do
some in the very near future others can take a longer view.
Those projects we would like to do include finishing the in-
sulation and lining of the club house and start planning and
saving for a replacement swimming pool, that liner is not
going to last much longer and replacement cost is over
$3000.00

So how do we fund the current work and future Infra-
structure upgrades?

A few committee meetings ago it was proposed by mem-
bers from the floor that the club instigate a once only infra-
structure fee to be paid by all members. The fee would be
payable be existing members and all new members on ac-
ceptance as a member.

The fee structure is as follows:
Existing family unit $75.00
Van Holders $130.00

Definition of a Family unit is a couple or single member.
They would pay the $75.00 on joining then if they later de-
cided to take up a permanent site they would pay an addi-
tional $75.00 for site infrastructure fee, making a total of
$130.00

This new fee can be paid by existing members any time
over this financial year and all money raised will be ac-
counted for as Infrastructure Project funds and will be re-
ported in our accounts as such.
